Navigation is something everybody does everyday.
learn how to navigate as soon as you are old enoug
move about on the floor of your home. Navigation ou
the bush is simply an extension of those skills.

The concepts are the same. The only way to imp
your navigation skills is to learn how to use a map
compass and then get out and put it into practice. T
proficient takes much practice and experience over
bushwalks or day hikes but it's a great way of develoq
a fun and challenging skill. There is a great sensg
achievement in getting it right and more importantly
not getting lost. There is also the added bonug
knowing where you are most of the time and of be
able to make side trips if the opportunity comes up.

On any bushwalk, it is important to nominate a navigg
or to pass the task on at the end of every leg so every,
gets some practice. It shouldn’'t necessarily fall to
leader. However, even good navigators make mist
so it's a benefit to the entire party that everyone hdls g

Compasses are invariably
treated as infallible becauseé
we rely on them to give us
accurate directions. The sad
truth is that any one of a™
thousand things can affect their
accuracy. They do have one incredible advantage
GPSs and that is that they're powered by the eal
magnetic field which will not run out while you're on
hike (unlike GPS batteries). You have to look after th
though. Here are a few ideas.

Don't store them or leave them near any sort of
electrical motor or magnetic field. These includeg
TVs, stereo speakers, computers, fridges or othg
compasses. These will happily realign the
north/south polarisation.

Always store them vertical. My compasses han
on pins on my cork board over my desk

Don'’t hit them, swing them around or drop them
The shock can upset the polarisation.

Don't try to use them near ferrous (i.e. metal)
objects. Be aware of belt buckles, pack frames,
fences, car bonnets, huts with iron roofs, etc.

Don't try to use them near electrical fields such as

overhead power lines or high voltage towers.
Funnily enough, standing outside Guthega Powg¢
Station trying to take a bearing doesn’t seem to
work either.
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Be aware of the geology of the area you're
travelling in. Ferrous bedrock will turn a compasg
